SUGGESTIONS:

o Could begin taping anytime you can gather 4 singers, small group of 4 parts, or when
the director will direct the song all the way thru in chorus.

o Need longer? Set up the schedule to allow for more weeks, but do know that as chorus
members adjust to regular taping you could shorten the “learning time”.

o Once deadlines are past, no more taping on the risers

1. Have early repertoire review sessions (must have all 4 parts) where you can then
tape, sing in a quartet, or do what you do to pass/qualify on music.

2. Have an asst. director or Section Leader gather 4 parts at her home or rehearsal
hall, where she/they can then work trouble spots and provide taping opportunities,
too.

3. Gather with your tape listener/SL, play the chorus learning tape and sing along in
your part — this is harder but “do-able”.

o Have a taping deadline calendar for your singers or suggest it to your director — even
better if an Excel Spreadsheet “guru” can draft one up!!l® Good to have, whether for one
song or many.

o Can prioritize and set up early-review-sessions calendars for guests if in a RSG program
or even for new folks that enter your chorus through-out the year, too.

Exercises to relate these to song
Schedule:

% Take the first few minutes to talk about posture, relaxed knees — get them
comfortable and relaxed with you.

*+ -Spend about 15 minutes to work breathing exercises, checking to make sure all
have this grasp, move into space/air/resonation exercises, getting them to sound
like one voice — resonant and singing on the air.

% Spend about 10 minutes using part of a repertoire song, Happy Birthday, etc. to
hook up these exercises to the music, rather than just doing the exercises.

One or two tasks done well will unify greatly — give each an assignment for
improvement. Praise and encourage.
